Where to park.
Church Car Park.

Entrance is in Ednall Lane at the corner with New Road. There are about 18 spaces available, but during large events at the church this car park is used for event support vehicles and cars for disabled drivers.

Street Parking.

Parking is available in adjacent streets, specifically Ednall Lane (4-5 spaces); College Road and The Crescent. However, all of these roads have parking restrictions on Mondays to Saturdays, see table below.

Town Car Parks.

There are two pay and display car parks within a 10 minute walk from the church; and a third car park 15-20 minutes walk; although the last 155 metres is up hill from all of the car parks.

Windsor Street Car Park – Short Stay car park – 2 hours maximum between the hours of 08:00 and 21:45. Tickets available for 30 minutes, 1 hour and 2 hours and cost 50p, £1.00 and £2.00 respectively.

New Road Car Park – Charges apply from 08:00 to 22:00 and cost 40p for every 30 minutes. A 1 hour stay will cost you 80p and a 3 hour stay costs £2:40. This is the closest and cheapest car park to the church.

St John’s Street/Hanover Street - Charges apply from 08:00 to 22:00 and cost 40p for every 30 minutes. A 1 hour stay will cost you 80p and a 3 hour stay costs £2:40. You can park all day here for £5.00.
